PREHEARING ORDER



A telephonic evidentiary hearing is scheduled for Tuesday, April 5, 2022, at 10:00 a.m. To participate in the hearing, you must dial the toll-free number listed below.  You will be prompted to enter a PIN number, which is also listed below.  You will be asked to speak your name and then the telephone system will connect you to the hearing.  The numbers are:

You must call into the hearing on the scheduled day and time.  If you fail to do so, your case will be dismissed. You will not be called by the Administrative Law Judge.  

If you have any witnesses you want to have present during the hearing, you must provide each with the Toll-free number and PIN number and they must call in at the scheduled time.



The parties also are hereby directed to comply with the following requirements:

1. That due to the COVID-19 pandemic, the PUC’s buildings are open for business; however, some operational restraints occasioned by the pandemic remain.  Therefore, ALL Parties to proceedings pending are encouraged to EITHER open and use an eFiling account through the Commission’s website at www.puc.pa.gov OR to ensure timely arrival, submit the filing by overnight delivery as explained below.
· E-FILING. The PUC offers a free e-Filing Subscription Service.  This service allows a user to file documents electronically and receive an automatic email notification whenever a document is added, removed, or changed on the PUC website in a specific case. · PAPER FILING.  If you do not have the capability to open and use an e-Filing account, you may file paper documents with the Secretary of the Commission. Filing of paper documents must be sent by overnight delivery to:

Emailed or faxed submissions filings to the Commission are not acceptable.
· CONFIDENTIAL MATERIAL.  If a filing contains confidential or proprietary material, the filing should be submitted by overnight delivery to ensure arrival.  Large filings containing confidential or proprietary material may also be submitted through the Commission’s Share Point File system.  These filings should be followed by a hard copy with a flash drive or CD for the Commission’s file.  Filers should contact the Secretary’s Bureau in advance to set up a Share Point File before submitting the filing.  
2. That pursuant to 52 Pa.Code §§ 1.21 & 1.22, you may represent yourself, if you are an individual, or you may have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted Pro Hac Vice, represent you.  However, if you are a partnership, limited liability company, corporation, trust, association, or governmental agency or subdivision, you must have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted Pro Hac Vice, represent you in this proceeding.  Unless you are an attorney, you may not represent someone else.  Attorneys shall insure that their appearance is entered in accordance with the provisions of 52 Pa.Code § 1.24(b).
3. That TASS Trans LLC must have an attorney licensed to practice in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania enter an appearance to represent you on or before March 10, 2022. Failure to do so could result in dismissal of the Application. 
4. That on or before March 17. 2022, counsel for the applicant and the protestant(s) are directed to confer in person or by telephone to exchange the names, addresses and telephone numbers of all witnesses they intend to call on behalf of their respective clients.  
5. That on or before March 29, 2022, the parties are directed to exchange copies of all exhibits to be presented during the hearing.  Proposed exhibits should be properly pre-marked for identification, such as Applicant Exh.1, Applicant Exh. 2, etc.
6. That a request for a change of the scheduled hearing date must state the agreement or opposition of other parties and must be emailed to Legal Assistant Athena DelVillar and all parties no later than five (5) business days prior to the hearing.  52 Pa. Code § 1.15(b).  For your convenience, a copy of the Commission’s current service list of all parties (with available email addresses) is attached to this Order.  A change in the hearing date may be granted for good cause shown.
7. That this telephonic hearing is a formal proceeding and will be conducted in accordance with the Commission’s regulations.
8. THAT If any motions are pending, the party filing the motion must EMAIL a copy of that motion within 7 days of receipt of this order.
9. That the parties will meet at least one week before the scheduled hearing to talk over a possible settlement of this case.  Even if you are unable to settle this case, you may still resolve many questions or issues during your talks.  If an agreement is reached, a formal hearing will not be necessary and the scheduled hearing will be cancelled. Commission policy promotes settlements.  52 Pa.Code § 5.231(a).  
10. That if you intend to subpoena witnesses for the hearing, you should review the procedures established in 52 Pa.Code § 5.421.  You must submit your written application to the Legal Assistant and all other parties sufficiently in advance of the hearing date so that the other parties will have the required ten (10) days notice to answer or object, and so that you will have enough time to receive the subpoena and serve it.
11. That if you, or anyone you plan to call as a witness on your behalf, have a limited ability to speak or understand English or are deaf or hearing-impaired, a qualified interpreter can be provided upon your request.  If you want an interpreter, please email the request at least ten (10) days before the scheduled Prehearing Conference or Hearing to make your request.
