ORDER TRANSFERRING MATTER TO 
THE BUREAU OF TECHNICAL UTILITY SERVICES



On December 12, 2021, TASS Trans, LLC (“Applicant”), filed an Application to Begin Service, seeking authority to provide paratransit service in Philadelphia, Bucks and Montgomery counties in Pennsylvania.  Notice of the Application was published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin on January 8, 2022.  (52 Pa. B.  327).  The Notice read as follows:

A-2021-3030150. Tass Trans, LLC (6453 Eastwood Street, Philadelphia, Philadelphia County, PA 19149) persons in paratransit service, from points in the Counties of Bucks and Montgomery, and the City and County of Philadelphia, to points in Pennsylvania, and return.
Protests were due by January 24, 2022.  On January 24, 2022, a timely Protest was filed on behalf of Bucks County Transport, Inc., Bux-Mont Transportation, Inc., Easton Coach Company, Suburban Transit Network, Inc., and Tri County Transit Service, Inc. (“Joint Protestants”).


A hearing was set for April 5, 2022.  On March 30, 2022, the parties filed a Restrictive Amendment with the Secretary’s Bureau.  On April 4, 2022, counsel for the Applicant and Counsel for the Joint Protestants advised that there were no further issues and that the hearing may be cancelled.  As the hearing began, the parties advised that they had reached an agreement.  The parties stated that they would file the appropriate documents and the hearing was adjourned.  A Restrictive Amendment was filed by the Applicant and the Joint Protestants on March 14, 2022. 
With the Restrictive Amendment, the Application is amended to seek authority as follows: 
To transport, as a common carrier, persons in paratransit service from points in Philadelphia County to points in Pennsylvania and return.


In the Restrictive Amendment filed also states that upon acceptance and approval of the Restrictive Amendment by the Commission, the Joint Protestants withdraw their Protest.  Joint Protestants desire to remain a party of record to receive copies of any orders or other documentation issued by the Commission in the proceeding. 
  
The parties have reached an agreement and a hearing is no longer required n this matte.  Therefore, the Application will be referred to the Commission’s Bureau of Technical Utility Services for review and resolution pursuant to 52 Pa.Code § 3.381(c).

THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:

That the TASS Trans, LLC at Docket Number A-2021-3030150, be referred to 
the Commission’s Bureau of Technical Utility Services for review and resolution pursuant to 52 Pa.Code § 3.381(c).

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�	The Restrictive Amendment also stated that in the event that any aspect of this Restrictive Amendment and Stipulation is rejected by the Commission for any reason, the Protestant and Joint Protestants shall have the right to request reconsideration before the Commission or to appeal before any and all appropriate courts, or both, and in any such proceedings Applicant shall not raise any objections as to party status or standing of the Protestant and Joint Protestants.
