BRIEFING ORDER

On June 21, 2022, an evidentiary hearing was held in the within matter.  The Commission’s Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement, represented by Alphonso Arnold, III, Esquire, presented testimony and exhibits in support of its complaint.  The Respondent, Good Cab LLC, represented by Cory A. Leshner, Esquire, also presented testimony in response to the complaint.

ORDER

THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the Respondent, Good Cab LLC, shall file with the Commission and 

serve upon opposing counsel, a main brief within thirty (30) days after the hearing transcript is filed and received by the parties. 

2. That the Complainant, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement, shall 

have thirty (30) days after the filing and service of the main brief by Good Cab LLC, to file with the Commission and serve upon opposing counsel a main/reply brief.  

                        3.         That Good Cab LLC shall have ten (10) days following the filing and service of the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement’s main/reply brief, to file and serve a responsive brief.
4.       That, pursuant to the above paragraphs, the parties shall also serve one 
copy of any brief on the undersigned presiding officer in a word document by email at gchiodo@pa.gov.
5.        That, pursuant to the above paragraphs, if a brief or other document submitted contains a citation to an unreported decision which is not available on WestLaw, LEXIS or the Commission’s website, that a copy of that unreported decision must be appended to the brief or document.
