ORDER SCHEDULING CONFERENCE
On June 21, 2022, an evidentiary hearing was held in the within matter.  The Commission’s Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement (“I&E”), represented by Alphonso Arnold, III, Esquire, presented testimony and exhibits in support of I&E’s complaint.  The Respondent, Good Cab LLC (“Good Cab”), represented by Cory A. Leshner, Esquire, also presented testimony in response to the complaint. 
At the conclusion of the hearing, Good Cab requested the opportunity to file a 

brief on the disputed issues--in particular, the claim raised for the first time during the hearing that certain Commission regulation(s) are unconstitutional.   On June 22, 2022, a Briefing Order was issued which permitted main and reply briefs to be filed following certain times frames after the hearing transcript was filed.  To date, the hearing transcript has not been filed.  Thus, the record remains open.


This Order is issued pursuant to the authority granted to presiding officers by the regulations of the Commission at 52 Pa. Code § 5.483.  Upon reviewing copies of the admitted evidence, in particular I&E’s Exhibit Nos. 4, 5, and 6, which were admitted over no objection from Respondent, the undersigned believes that a post-hearing conference with counsel is necessary or helpful to clarify the record.  Of concern to the undersigned is whether I&E’s Exhibits Nos. 4, 5, and 6 are the best evidence to prove the contents therein--namely, certain criminal convictions of a particular cab driver.  However, since there was no objection to its 

admission, and considering all the other testimony at the hearing, it may be that the contents of I&E’s Exhibits Nos. 4, 5, and 6 have been stipulated to. 


Therefore, pursuant to Section 5.483, and all of the above, a post-hearing conference with counsel will be scheduled to address I&E’s Exhibits Nos. 4, 5, and 6.
  A separate hearing conference notice will be issued.

1. That a post-hearing conference with counsel will be scheduled to address 

I&E’s Exhibits Nos. 4, 5, and 6.  A separate hearing conference notice will be issued.
