	You may request a continuance of the hearing if you have a good reason. All continuances will be granted only for good cause. To request a continuance, 
you must submit a written request (a “motion”) at least five (5) days before the hearing.  Your motion should include: 1) The case name, number, and hearing date; 2) The reason for the request; and 3) Whether the other party agrees (or if you do not know).
   
	If you are an individual, you may represent yourself or you may have an attorney represent you.
