Hazardous Materials Assessment-Asbestos

Site Investigation

On May 19, 2021, Gannett Fleming, Inc. (GF) conducted a limited hazardous materials assessment
at the Beaver Falls Wastewater Treatment Plant (WWTP) in the City of Beaver Falls, Beaver
County, Pennsylvania at the behest of the City of Beaver Falls. The WWTP is located east of 7™
Avenue along the right (west) bank of Beaver River at the southern end of Beaver Falls. A Site
Location Map (Figure 1) and Site Plan (Figure 2) are presented in Attachment 1.

The hazardous materials assessment was performed specifically on the thermal pipe insulation
located in the Main Equipment Building due to concerns about the thermal pipe insulation could
contain asbestos. Sample Location Plans (Figures 3A and 3B) are presented in Attachment 1.

Main Equipment Building
Asbestos Containing Material

A visual assessment of the thermal pipe insulation in the Main Equipment Building identified
certain pipe insulations as building materials that were suspect asbestos containing material
(ACM). A Pennsylvania certified asbestos inspector collected representative bulk samples from
these materials and submitted them to a certified laboratory for analysis. Certification documents
are presented in Attachment 2.

Analytical Results
Asbestos

Suspect ACM samples collected were analyzed by Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM) via United
States Department of Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Method 600/R-93/116. ACM is
defined by the EPA as a material composed of any type of asbestos greater than 1% either alone
or mixed with other fibrous or non-fibrous materials.

Laboratory analyses for samples collected are presented in Table 1 below.

Findings

Analytical results reported the presence of asbestos on the ground floor of the Main Equipment
Building in samples BFAB-5-Insulation, BFAB-7-Insulation, and BFAB-8-Insulation (ranging
from 20% to 30% amosite) collected from the white 3-inch block pipe insulation; in samples
BFAB-10-Insulation and BFAB-12-Insulation (25% and 20% amosite, respectively) collected
from white 6-inch block pipe insulation; in sample BFAB-14-Insulation (20% amosite) collected
from white 4-inch block pipe insulation; in sample BFAB-16-Insulation (25% amosite) collected
from gray 4-inch block pipe insulation; and in sample BFAB-17-Insulation (20% chrysotile and
5% crocidolite) collected from a white fitting associated with 6-inch black pipe insulation.

On the lower level of the Main Equipment Building, analytical results reported the presence of
asbestos in samples BFAB-20-Insulation and BFAB-24-Insulation (both 20% chrysotile and 5%
crocidolite) collected from white pipe fittings associated with 6-inch black pipe insulation; in
sample BFAB-22-Insulation (20% chrysotile and 5% crocidolite) collected from a white fitting
associated with 3-inch block pipe insulation; and in sample BFAB-25-Insulation (20% amosite)
collected from gray 3-inch block pipe insulation.

Laboratory analysis and chain of custodies are presented in Attachment 3. A Photo Log of selected
sample locations is presented in Attachment 4.

The amount of the asbestos block pipe insulation ranging in size from 3” outer diameter (OD) to
6” OD is approximately 200 linear feet on the first floor and 60 linear feet on the lower level. The
amount of hard fittings associated with the black pipe insulation is approximately 20 fittings on
the first floor and 60 fittings on the lower level.

The cost of removing the asbestos from the subject site’s Main Equipment Building is estimated
at approximately $14,000.00.

Recommendations

All renovation and demolition activities associated with ACM must be conducted in accordance
with Federal, Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, and local rules and regulations. The contractor
must provide appropriate health and safety protocols to address work associated with ACM as per,
but not limited to, the following regulations:

e OSHA 29 CFR 1926.1101-Asbestos
e EPA 40 CFR 61 Subpart M-NESHAP Asbestos
e Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection (PADEP) rules and regulations

1.0 SUMMARY

On May 5, 2021, Gannett Fleming Inc. (GF) was retained by the City of Beaver Falls to conduct a Phase |
Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) of the property known as the Beaver Falls Wastewater Treatment
Plant, located at 7" Avenue, City of Beaver Falls, Beaver County, Pennsylvania (hereinafter referred to as
“subject site”). The subject site consists of eight tax parcels: 01-001-0100-001, 01-001-0100-002, 01-001-
0100-003, 01-001-0100-004, 01-001-0100-007, 01-001-0111-000, 01-002-0100-001, and 01-002-0101-
000. This Phase | ESA has been requested by the property owner (City of Beaver Falls) for a potential
future sale of the property.

The subject site is approximately 4.76 acres and is currently an operating water filtration plant.

This Phase | ESA was performed in conformance with the scope and limitations of the American Society
for Testing and Materials (ASTM) guidance document, Standard Practice for Environmental Site
Assessments: Phase | Environmental Site Assessment Process (E 1527-13) and consisted of the following
activities:

. A site reconnaissance of the subject site was performed on May 19 and 20, 2021.
. An interview was conducted with Mr. Joseph Durish, Jr., Plant Manager
. A review of reasonably ascertainable regulatory and historical records obtained from

environmental agency computer databases and local agencies.

o Preparation of this Phase | ESA Report with GF’s findings, opinions, and conclusions.

1.1 Findings

A recognized environmental condition (REC) is defined in ASTM Practice 1527-13 as the presence or likely
presence of any hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or at a property: (1) due to a release
to the environment; (2) under conditions indicative of a release to the environment; or (3) under
conditions that pose a material threat of a future release to the environment. A Historical REC (HREC) is
a past release of any hazardous substances or petroleum products that has occurred in relation with the
property and has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority or has met the
unrestricted use criteria established by a regulatory authority, without subjecting the property to any
required controls. A Controlled REC (CREC) is a recognized environmental condition resulting from a past
release of hazardous substances or petroleum products that has been addressed to the satisfaction of the
applicable regulatory authority, with hazardous substances or petroleum products allowed to remain in
place subject to the implementation of required controls. These terms are not meant to include de
minimis conditions that generally do not present a material risk of harm to public health or the
environment and that generally would not be the subject of an enforcement action if brought to the
attention of appropriate governmental agencies.

Beaver Falls Steel Works: the former location of the Beaver Falls Steel Works on the northern
portion of the subject site. The Steel Works appear on fire insurance maps from 1886 through
1907. The presence of this late 19" century industrial operation indicates the possible presence
of subsurface soil contamination by various metals, inorganic and organic compounds, and
acids/alkalis.

Beaver Falls Iron Company: the former location of the Beaver Falls Iron Company in the central
portion of the subject site. The Iron Company appears on fire insurance maps from 1886 through
1901. The presence of this late 19t century industrial operation indicates the possible presence
of subsurface soil contamination by various metals, inorganic and organic compounds, and
acids/alkalis.

Beaver Falls Gas Works: the former location of the Beaver Falls Gas Works on the southern portion
of the subject site. The Gas Works appear on fire insurance maps from 1886 through 1907. The
presence of this late 19" century industrial operation indicates the possible presence of
subsurface soil contamination from the manufactured gas process that was common with these
early gas plants. Coal tar was the main waste from these early gas works and the contaminants
associated with coal tar are various volatile organics, semivolatile organics, cyanide and acid.
Hazardous Building Materials: Given the age of some of the structures present on the subject
site, it is possible that they contain hazardous building materials such as asbestos and lead
containing paint.

Two HRECs were identified as follows:

Former UST: An estimated 500-gallon gasoline UST formerly supplied leaded gasoline to a
generator and was removed in 1998. During removal, the UST and piping were determined to be
in good condition with no holes observed as well as minimal rusting. No contaminated soil was
discovered or excavated. Confirmation soil sampling was conducted to ensure the surrounding
soil was not contaminated. The former UST is not considered to pose a significant environmental
concern at present.

220 7th Avenue: This property appears on multiple database listings for UST removals and a
sulfuric acid spill. It is not considered to pose a significant environmental concern at present.

1.2 Opinions and Conclusions

GF has performed a Phase | ESA for the subject site located at 7th Avenue, city of Beaver Falls, Beaver
County, Pennsylvania in general conformance with the scope and limitations of practice ASTM E 1527-13.
Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in Sections 2.3 and 7.4 of this report. This
assessment revealed evidence of four RECs associated with the subject property. GF recommends thatin
order to determine the presence or extent of these RECs, a Phase Il ESA be conducted to:

e Characterize the subsurface soil in the vicinity of the former Beaver Falls Steel Works, Iron
Company, and Gas Works as it appears from the current property use that these areas were
disturbed/redeveloped as part of the WWTP build out. The soil investigation would determine if
soil meets or exceeds applicable regulatory criteria and presents a concern to the existing and
future property owners.

o Verify the presence or absence of hazardous building materials at the subject site.

2.0 INTRODUCTION
2.1 Property Description and Purpose

The subject site is an approximately 4.76-acre parcel known as the Beaver Falls Wastewater Treatment
Plant (WWTP) located at 7th Avenue, City of Beaver Falls, Beaver County, Pennsylvania. The subject site
is located along the right (west) bank of the Beaver River between the Beaver Falls-New Brighton Bridge
to the south and southwest, railroad tracks to the west and northwest, a vacantaitged lot to the
north, and the river to the northeast through southeast. The immediate surrounding area is dominated
by industrial development and transportation infrastructure. The subject site is located at Latitude
40°44'31.88" North and Longitude 80°19'9.96" West. A site location map created from the United States
Geological Survey (USGS) 7.5 Minute Topographic Map, Beaver, Pennsylvania (2020) is presented as
Figure 1. An aerial map displaying the subject site and the surrounding area is presented as Figure 2.

The subject site is currently in operation as a wastewater treatment plant. The following structures are
located on site:

The purpose of this Phase | ESA is to identify RECs, HRECs, CRECs, and de minimis conditions in connection
with the subject site. This Phase | included a site reconnaissance, interviews with knowledgeable parties,
contacting local government agencies via Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) letters, and a review of
Environmental Risk Information Services (ERIS) reports concerning the subject site and surrounding area.

2.2 Scope of Services

The scope of services was performed in accordance with GF’s proposal for the Phase | ESA dated May 5,
2021. Peter Falnes, a GF Senior Environmental Scientist with experience in environmental site
assessments and qualified as an Environmental Professional as set forth in the United States
Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) All Appropriate Inquiry (AAl) Final Rule (40 CFR Part 312) and
ASTM E 1527-13, conducted the site reconnaissance on May 19 and 20, 2021 for the Phase | ESA. GF
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performed this assessment in a professional manner using standard practices of the environmental
consulting industry. The qualifications for the GF personnel involved in this Phase | ESA are included in
Appendix A.

This Phase | ESA included the following scope of services:

e Review of the ERIS environmental regulatory database reports regarding the subject site and
surrounding site land uses. The reports provided by ERIS include a database report, city
directories, historical aerial photographs, historical topographic maps, and fire insurance maps.

e Performance of a site reconnaissance which included a walk-through of the subject site assessing
evidence of ASTs and/or USTs, unusual surficial staining, detectable odors, stressed vegetation,
hazardous waste storage and/or handling activities, possible PCB-containing materials, drainage
features, and obvious or potential environmental impairment due to the current land-use
activities.

e Interviews with a Key Site Manager(s), Owners, or Developers familiar with the subject site
regarding potential environmental concerns.

e Performance of an off-site reconnaissance to the extent visually and/or physically observed during
the subject site reconnaissance.

e Preparation of a written report summarizing findings and conclusions.
2.3 Limiting Conditions, Deviations, Exceptions, and Significant Assumptions

This Phase | ESA report is based partially on information, documents, and data obtained from others, and
GF makes no representation or warranty concerning the accuracy and completeness of this information
descinibing site operations or environmental conditions.

The information contained in this report was developed
from information available and conditions observed on the survey date. GF shall not be held liable for
financial or other losses or subsequent damage caused by or related to any use of this document.

During the site reconnaissance, GF also noted the use of properties in the immediate vicinity. This off-site
reconnaissance was performed to observe land use and operations at adjacent properties and to note
obvious environmental conditions such as vacant drums, stained surface soil, underground storage tanks
(USTs), aboveground storage tanks (ASTs), and filled areas. Portions of adjacent properties may not have
been visible from GF’s observation point on the subject site and/aightbdit ways.

This Phase | ESA
was conducted using the industry standard of diligence, andeskill that experienced professionals in
the field would use in completing a Phase | ESA under similar circumstances. In preparing this report, GF
relied on the information provided to it except to the extent that GF had actual knowledge that certain
information was incorrect, or unless it was obvious that certain information was incorrect based on
additional information obtained in performing the Phase | ESA.

If additional information becomes available which might impact our environmental conclusions, we
request the opportunity to review the information, reassess the potential concerns, and modify our
opinion, if warranted. Although this assessment has attempted to identify the potential for environmental
conditions or “contamination” on the subject site, potential sources of environmental impact may have
escaped detection due to: (1) the limited scope of this assessment, (2) the inaccuracy of public records,
and (3) the presence of undetected and unreported environmental incidents.
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3.0 USER PROVIDED INFORMATION
3.1 Title Records

The ASTM standard provides that the user review title records and provide answers to an ESA User
Questionnaire. GF provided the owner’s representative, Joseph Durish, Jr., Plant Manager, with an
Environmental Due Diligence Owner/Occupant Questionnaire on May 19, 2021. GF has received the
completed copy of the questionnaire on May 20, 2021 which is included in Appendix B.

3.2 Environmental Liens or Activity and Use Limitations

There is no known information regarding Environmental Liens or Activity and Use Limitations located at
the subject site.

3.3 Specialized Knowledge
This Phase | ESA will be used during a potential sale of the property.
3.4 Commonly Known or Reasonably Ascertainable Information

No other information was provided regarding commonly known or reasonably ascertainable information
other than what is incorporated into this report.

3.5 Valuation Reduction for Environmental Issues

According to ASTM E 1527-13, it is the responsibility of the user of this Phase | ESA to consider the
relationship of the purchase price of the subject site to the fair market value if it was not affected by
hazardous substances or petroleum products. The user should try to identify an explanation for a lower
price that does not reasonably reflect fair market value if the subject site were not contaminaaed
make a written record of such explanation. Among the factors to consider will be the information that
becomes known to the user pursuant to this Phase | ESA report. The ASTM standard does not require that
a real estate appraisal be obtained in order to ascertain fair market value of the property. Information
regarding a valuation reduction was not provided to GF to make this assessment.

3.6 Owner, Property Manager, and Occupant Information

The subject site is currently owned by the City of Beaver Falls.

3.7 Reason for Performing Phase | ESA

The Phase | ESA was conducted for Due Diligence purposes to identify RECs and/or potential
environmental conditions in connection with the subject site and to qualify for landowner liability

protection as defined in 42 U.S. C. 9601(35)(B) under the Comprehensive Environmental Response
Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA).
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4.0 RECORDS REVIEW

The purpose of the records review is to obtain and review readily available and reasonably ascertainable
documents to assist in the identification of potential RECs.

4.1 Previous Reports
An environmental document was provided to GF by the Water Filtration Plant.

Underground Storage Tank Closure Report

Aurora Environmental, Inc. submitted a report to the City of Beaver Falls on June 16, 1998, summarizing
the description of an UST closure at the subject site. On May 5%, 1998, an estimated 500-gallon gasoline
UST used to supply leaded gasoline to a generator was removed. Unusable product, gasoline/wash-water,
and sediments were placed into a 55-gallon drum for disposal. The UST and piping were determined to be
in good condition with no holes observed as well as minimal rusting. No contaminated soil was discovered
or excavated. Confirmation soil sampling was conducted to ensure the surrounding soil was not
contaminated. Excerpts from this document is provided in Appendix C.

4.2 Standard and Additional Environmental Record Sources

Databases maintained by various local, state, and federal regulatory agencies were accessed by ERIS and
reviewed by GF. ERIS is a company that utilizes computer search techniques to query governmental
agency environmental database information for a specified geocadad The subject site and nearby

properties were reviewed for potential environmental concerns. Search radii or approximate minimum

search distances by ERIS comply with those specified in ASTM Practice E 1527-13. Where the search radius

is specified as “Property Only” (PO), positive results within 0.25 miles are included. GF reviewed the ERIS

Database Report dated May 20, 2021, which is included in Appendix D. The following table is a summary

of environmental databases which had regulatory-listed surrounding properties plotted by ERIS.

4.2.1 Subject Site Database Search Results

Based on a review of the ERIS report, the subject site is listed on the RCRA Non-Generators (RCRA NON
GEN) database. This database is a listing of facilities that do not presently generate hazardous waste, and
therefore does not represent a REC. This listing occurred under the unplottable list, which consists of sites
with poor address quality, usually without zip code information.

4.2.2 Surrounding Properties Database Search Results

Properties with regulatory listings which are not adjacent and are inferred to be hydraulically down-
gradient of the subject site are not anticipated to be RECs since potential contaminants would not typically
impact the subsurface at the subject site except in instances where a vapor encroachment or
contaminated groundwater pathway may exist (see Section 5.6.21). No properties with regulatory listings
in the ERIS Database Report are upgradient or cross gradient and within a distance considered to
potentially pose some form of environmental risk to the subject site. Properties mapped within a quarter
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mile of the subject site, even though they are not adjacent, are summarized below. The complete list of
database findings and descriptions/reports associated with those findings are included as part of the ERIS
Database Report in Appendix D.

AST: The Aboveground Storage Tanks database is a listing of aboveground storage tanks (ASTs) registered
with the Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection (PADEP). It does not include ASTs storing
highly hazardous substances, or ASTs with capacities greater than 21,000 gallons. Twelve listings were
reported at the Keystone Profiles at 220 7™ Ave Beaver Falls City. Nine ASTs have current permits and
have no recorded violations. The nine active tanks range in size from eight 310-gallon active tanks listed
as other, and one 10,000-gallon hazardous substance tank. The three inactive tanks include one 250-
gallon gasoline tank, one 500-gallon diesel fuel tank, and one 10,000-gallon hazardous substance tank.
This is not considered a REC.

VCP: The Voluntary Cleanup Program database is a listing of participants in PADEP Land Recycling
Program’s voluntary cleanup and reuse of contaminated commercial and industrial sites. Republic
Technologies INTL FAC at 220 7" Avenue Beaver Falls, PA is listed as sites completed, Land Recycling
Cleanup Locations — Groundwater and Soil Media. Contamination categories include Inorganics, PCB, and
Other Organics. Due to the completed status of the cleanup, this is not considered a REC.

LUST: The Underground Storage Tank Releases is a listing of confirmed release incidents that have been
reported to PADEP since enactment of the Storage Tank and Spill Prevention Act (Tank Act) in July, 1989.
Two separate cleanups were completed in the years 1994 and 1999 for an UST system containing
petroleum at the Keystone Profiles Facility at 220 7" Avenue Beaver Falls, PA. Due to the completed
status of the cleanup, this is not considered a REC.

CLEANUP EFACTS: The Environmental Facility Application Compliance Tracking System database is a
listing of Environmental Cleanup and Brownfields sites maintained by PADEP and includes leaks from
unregulated and home heat fuel tanks. Two entities are mapped by ERIS within a quarter mile of the
subject site: Keystone Profiles and Republic Technologies Intl. Fac., both located at 220 7™ Avenue Beaver
Falls. Both listings are associated with completed UST cleanups and active USTs, are currently in use and
active. Due to the completed status of the UST cleanups, this site is not considered a REC.

ENG: The Engineering Controls database lists sites with engineering controls recorded by the Pennsylvania
Department of Environmental Protection Land Recycling and Environmental Cleanup program.
Engineering controls include various forms of caps, building foundations, liners, and treatment methods
to create pathway elimination for regulated substances to enter environmental media or effect human
health. The Republic Technologies INTL facility located at 220 7th Ave Beaver Falls is listed on the database
as deed restricted. It does not represent a REC.

HMIRS: The Hazardous Materials Information Reporting System Department of Transportation Pipeline
and Hazardous Materials Safety Administration (PHMSA) Incidents Reports Database taken from

Hazmat Intelligence Portal, U.S. Department of Transportation. Keystone Profiles at 220 7™ Avenue Beaver
Falls has a hazardous material incident listed on May 10", 2019. 400 liquid gallons of sulfuric acid was
spilled and cleaned up by facility personnel. Due to the recommendation for further training on truck
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gauges and monitoring equipment, and no recommendation of further remediation, this is not considered
a REC.

INST: List of sites with institutional controls recorded by the Pennsylvania Department of Environmental
Protection (DEP)'s Land Recycling and Environmental Cleanup program prior to the implementation of the
Pennsylvania Activity and Use Limitation Registry in 2008. Institutional controls include administrative
measures, such as groundwater use restrictions, construction restrictions, property use restrictions, and
post remediation care requirements intended to prevent exposure to contaminants remaining on site.
Deed restrictions are generally required as part of the institutional controls. The Republic Technologies
INTL facility located at 220 7th Ave Beaver Falls is deed restricted and does not represent a REC.

RCRA SQG: The RCRA Small Quantity Generator’s List is provided by USEPA and lists hazardous waste
generators that are responsible for generating more than 100 kilograms, but less than 1,000 kilograms
per month. One facility located at 201 7™ Avenue Beaver Falls occupied by Morrow Lincoln Mercury. As
of January 2021, there are no compliance monitoring and enforcement (violations)records associated with
this facility. Therefore, this is not considered a REC.

UNREG TANK: The Tank Facilities Not Currently Listed database is a list of tanks not currently registered

with PADEP. One site is mapped within a quarter mile the subject site: Keystone Profiles 220 7™ Avenue

Beaver Falls, PA. Six tanks are listed under this database; all have either been closed, removed, or exempt

from state law. A 10,000-gallon Hazardous Substance tank was installed in 1970 and removed in 2000. A

20,000-gallon Heating Oil tank was installed in 1974 and closed in 1994. A 500-gallon AST containing Diesel
Fuel was installed in 1992 and exempt in180B0Agallon UST containing heating oil was installed in

1972 and closed in 1994. A 30,000-gallon UST containing Heating oil was installed in 1977 and closed in

1994. A 250-gallon AST containing gasoline was installed in 1988 and exempt in 1988. Due to the listed

status these listings are not considered RECs.

UST: The Underground Storage Tanks database is a list of USTs registered with PADEP. One site appearing
in this database is mapped within a quarter mile of the subject site: Keystone Profiles at 200 7™" Avenue
Beaver Falls. The site contains three inactive heating oil USTs with capacities of a 15,000-gallons, 20,000-
gallons, and 30,000-gallons. Due to the closed status of the USTs, this is not considered a REC.

RCRA LQG: The RCRA Generator List is provided by USEPA and lists hazardous waste generators that are
responsible for generating 1,000 kilograms per month or more of hazardous waste or more than one
kilogram per month of acutely hazardous waste. One site is listed within a quarter mile of the subject
site: Keystone Profiles LTD at 220 7th Avenue. Violations listed for the operator include record keeping,
reporting, and container use and management. Due to the nature of the violations, this is not considered
a REC.

RCRA TSD: The RCRA non-CORRACTS TSD Facilities database is a listing of Non-Corrective Action sites listed
as treatment, storage, and/or disposal facilities of hazardous waste as defined by RCRA. The listing of
Keystone Profiles LTD at 220 7th Avenue is identical to the listing under RCRA LQG above. This is not
considered a REC.

The ERIS unplottable list consists of sites with poor address quality, usually without zip code information.
However, if street addresses are available, these locations are checked against the known vicinity of the
subject site to evaluate if they are located within the select ASTM E 1527-13 search distance. According
tothe ERIS report, Uhplottable records were found that may be relevant for the search criteria. Only
one of these, the inclusion of the subject site on the RCRA NON GEN database, is relevant to this
investigation. That listing is discussed in Section 4.2.1 above. The complete ERIS reports are included in
Appendix D.

4.3 Regulatory Agency File and Records Review
Findings of the regulatory agency file and records reviewed are provided in Section 4.2.
4.4 Physical Setting Sources

A property’s physical setting critically influences its potential to be impacted by possible on-site and off-
site contaminant sources and influences the probable extent and magnitude of resulting contamination.
The geologic, hydrogeologic, climatic, and land-use settings are of particular importance in influencing
potential contaminant migration. Physical setting source information was obtained using the following:

e U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) 7.5 Minute Quadrangle Topographic Map, Beaver, Pennsylvania
(2020) (Figure 1).

e U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) 7.5 Minute Quadrangle Topographic Map, Beaver Falls,
Pennsylvania (2020) (Figure 1).

e ERIS Physical Setting Report dated (PSR) May 18, 2021 (Appendix D).

The subject site is located at a surface elevation of approximately 724 feet above the National Geodetic
Vertical Datum of 1929 (NGVD). The closest downgradient surface water body is Beaver Rilarated
adjacent to the southeast of the subject site. The surface topography is generally flat, dropping
approximately 15 feet abruptly at the southeastern margin to the river. Based on the site and local
topography, groundwater likely flows from the site to the southeast. However, the local direction of
groundwater flow cannot be conclusively ascertained without the installation of groundwater monitoring
wells or piezometers.

The ERIS PSR indicates that the majority of the subject site is mapped within Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA) Flood Zone X-12, an area of minimal flood hazard. A narrow portion of the
site adjacent to the river is mapped as Flood Zone X-01, a zone indicating a 0.2 percent annual chance
flood hazard.

The subject site is underlain by the Pottsville Formation which consists predominantly of gray sandstone
and conglomerate, also containing thin beds of shale, claystone, limestone, and coal. It includes thin
marine limestones in Beaver County, and minable coals and commercially valuable high-alumina clays
may be present locally. The soils of the subject site are mapped by the USDA Natural Resources
Conservation Service (NRCS) as Urban land-Conotton complex, 0 to 8 percent slopes (Map Unit UfB).
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4.5 Radon

Radon is a colorless, radioactive, inert gas, formed by the decay of radium and may be present in soils and
rocks containing granite, shale, phosphate, and pitchblende. The United States Environmental Protection
Agency’s (USEPA) Radon Zone Map for Beaver County (Zone 1) has predicted average indoor radon
screening levels of greater than 4 picocuries per liter (pCi/L). The scope of work for this ESA did not include
evaluating or testing radon levels.

4.6 Historical Use Information on the Subject and Adjoining Property

As required by ASTM E 1527-13, obvious uses of the subject site should be identified from the present

back to the site’s first developed use or back to 1940, whichever is earlier. This task requires reviewing as

many of the standard historical sources as are necessary and that are reasonably ascertainable and likely

to be useful. The following text summarizes the historical use information as obtained from ERIS and
reviewed by GRpast of this assessment. The subsections following this summary further describe each

historical source consulted.

Historical site use was researched by a review of the following ERIS packages: City Directory, Historical
Aerials, Topographic Maps, and Fire Insurance Maps.

4.6.1 Historical City Directories

The City Directory for various years between 1925 and 2020 were obtained from ERIS and are provided in
Appendix D. The subject site was not listed on any directories, a common situation for largely unoccupied
properties operated by municipal utility authorities. The lack of entries in any directories implies that no
previous owners (other than direct antecedents to the Beaver Falls Wastewater Treatment Plant) or uses
exist for the subject site after 1925.

1925-2020: Not listed.
4.6.2 Historical Aerial Photographs

Historical aerial photographs for various years between 1939 and 2019 were obtained from ERIS and are
provided in Appendix D. The following is a summary of observations from the historical aerial
photographs:

1939: Several structures are located at the subject site, including two circular structures at the
approximate location of Digesters Nos. 1 and 2 at the southern end. Poor photo quality
makes identification of other structures uncertain. To the north, two small structures
occupy the currently vacant adjacent lot. To the west, railroad tracks are located in the
same alignment as the present day tracks. Three medium to large industrial buildings are
located immediately adjacent to the west of tracks. To the south, a two-lane bridge
traverses Beaver River in the same relative alignment as the current four-lane Beaver
Falls-New Brighton Bridge. Beyond the adjacent properties to the southwest, the
residential development along Bridge Street is similar in extent to the current

development. Residential development is also located to the north-northwest of the
subject site, with industrial development to the north beyond the railroad tracks.

No significant changes are noted on the subject site. The small buildings on the adjacent
lot to the north are no longer visible. Industrial and residential development has
increased to the north and northwest of the subject site.

No significant changes are noted on the subject site, other than the regrowth of trees
along the bank of the river along the eastern portion of the subject site and on the vacant
lot to the north.

No significant changes are noted on the subject site, although photo quality precludes
identification of individual structures.

Several structures associated with the current water filtration plant can be identified,
including the two circular structures to the south noted above, and the main equipment
building, and the Primary Settling Tanks Nos. 1 through 3. A small outbuilding has been
constructed at the north end of the subject site.

The subject site features more structures, including Oxidation Tank No. 1 at the north end
and several associated buildings and pools. One of the structures across the railroad

tracks to the west has been demolished.

No significant changes are noted on the subject site, although photo quality precludes
identification of individual structures.

With the exception of Oxidation Tank No. 2, the northernmost circular structure on the
subject site, all extant buildings appear to be depicted in the photo. The other structure
to the west of the adjacent railroad tracks has been demolished. Two lanes have been
added to the bridge traversing Beaver River to the south. To the north-northeast, a new
channel along the right (west) bank of the river diverts water around the dam to the
northeast.

The Oxidation Tank No. 2 has been constructed on the subject site.

4.6.3 Historical Topographic Maps

Historical topographic maps for various years between 1901 and 2016 were obtained from ERIS and are
provided in Appendix D. The following is a summary of observations from the historical topographic maps:

1901: In general, the road, railroad, and bridge alignments in the vicinity of the subject site are
similar to their present counterparts. The footprint of development in the area is also
similar, although less dense. A cluster of dots representing buildings are depicted at the
subject site.

1904: No significant changes are noted to the subject site or surrounding area.

1953: The subject site is labeled “Filtration Plant”, although individual buildings are not
represented. A building is depicted to the west of the adjacent railroad tracks.

1969: The outlines of pools as well as three of the four circular structures on the subject
property are depicted.

1979: No significant changes are noted to the subject site. Development in the surrounding
area has reached present day density.

2016: Individual buildings are no longer depicted on the USGS Quadrangles. No significant
changes are noted to the subject site or surrounding area.

4.6.4 Historical Fire Insurance Maps

Fire insurance maps for various years between 1886 and 1950 were obtained from ERIS and are provided
in Appendix D. The following is a summary of observations from the historical fire insurance maps:

1886: Three entities are depicted at the subject site. From north to south, they are the Beaver
Falls Steel Works, the Beaver Falls Iron Company, and the Beaver Falls Gas Works.
Multiple buildings are associated with each entity. A tail race is depicted at the
northeastern corner of the subject site, and a stream or channelized waterway is depicted
immediately north.

1891: No significant changes are noted to the subject site.

1896: No significant changes are noted to the subject site.

1901: The buildings associated with the Beaver Falls Iron Company are no longer depicted.

1907: A junk yard and junk shed are depicted at the former location of the Beaver Falls Iron
Company.
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1912: The junk yard and Beaver Falls Steel Works are no longer depicted.

1921 A Sewage Disposal Plant is depicted in the southern portion of the subject site, directly to
the north of Digesters Nos. 1 and 2. The remainder of the subject site is vacant.

1931: No significant changes are noted to the subject site.
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5.0 SITE RECONNAISSANCE

The purpose of the site reconnaissance was to examine the subject site to assess visual evidence of current
or previous activities that may have resulted in adverse environmental impacts. The following section
details the subject and adjoining sites’ uses and conditions to the extent visually and/or physically
observed during the site reconnaissance. A photographic log illustrating conditions and observations
made during the site reconnaissance is included in Appendix E.

5.1 Methodology

A site reconnaissance of the subject site was completed on May 19 and 20 by Peter Falnes of GF. The site
reconnaissance involved a visual assessment for potential indicators of on-site contamination; a review of
on-site chemicals, materials, and activities that could potentially produce such contamination; and an
evaluation of potential off-site impacts from adjoining properties. Adjoining properties were visually
observed from the subject site’s boundary.

5.2 General Site Setting

The subject site, currently owned by the City of Beaver Falls, is an approximately 4.76-acre irregularly
shaped property consisting of eight tax parcels: 01-001-0100-001, 01-001-0100-002, 01-001-0100-003,
01-001-0100-004, 01-001-0100-007, 01-001-0111-000, 01-002-0100-001, and 01-002-0101-000. The
subject site is oblong with its long axis oriented northeast to southwest along the right (west) bank of, the
adjacent Beaver River. The subject site houses 7 buildings, two digesters, two oxidation tanks, and 13
other tanks and beds associated with water treatment. A majority of the subject site is paved or improved
with buildings, with a narrow strip of lawn adjacent to the river and in between buildings. Site topography
is generally level, with an approximately 15 foot drop from site elevation to the Beaver River. A narrow
portion of the site adjacent to the river is mapped as a 0.2 percent annual chance flood hazard. The
surrounding area consists of industrial properties and transportation infrastructure, with some residential
development to the west.

5.3 Current Use of Property

The subject site is currently in operation as a wastewater treatment plant.
5.4 Description of Structures — Other Improvements  Bite

Out of the fifteen structures listed above, the first seven are buildings supporting wastewater treatment.
The buildings are summarized as follows:

e Digester Building — This building is situated at the southern end or the property and has a plaque
on the exterior commemorating the building’s construction date between 1936 and 1937. The
building is constructed of brick walls and a wood roof system; the roof is reported to have been
replaced in 2003. The Digester Building is approximately 795 square feet and has three levels.
The building has electricity and is heated.

e Storage Garage — Insulated metal panel over structural steel frame. Approximately 3,518 square
feet, 16 foot wall height at the eave, and 360 square feet of finished space. It is constructed on
a concrete slab. Heating is by natural gas blowers. The building is accessed by one door and
three 12 foot drive-in doors. The building was constructed in 1997.

e BFP/GBT Building (Press Building) — Decorative concrete building containing approximately 680
square feet of finished space, including a lab and office area. Approximately 1,224 square feet
is over a basement. Roof is corrugated steel over steel web joists. The rubber membrane roof
cover is original. The building was constructed in 1997.

e  Grit Building — Approximately a 960 square feet metal pole building on a concrete slab. Electric
heating and fluorescent lighting.

e Main Equipment Building — Brick with concrete block back-up, concrete floors, and a dox plank
roof. A total of 1,959 square feet with approximately 980 feet on the first level with 17 foot
ceilings. The remainder is 10 foot ceilings. Full basement plus a 400 square foot basement
mezzanine. The building construction is reported to be in the 1960’s. The roof was replaced in
1998.

e Pumping Station Building — Brick building with concrete floors and steel support structure. A
total of 1,049 square feet and approximately 200 square feet of finished space. There is a full
basement. The roof was replaced in 2010.

e Maintenance Garage — Brick with concrete back-up and concrete floor. Approximately 828
square feet on ground level with 10 feet of clearance. One overhead door. Rubber membrane
roof cover over corrugated steel decking. Fluorescent lighting.

5.4.2 Roads, Streets, Parking Facilities, Landscaping

The subject site is located between Beaver River on the east, railroad tracks to the west and north, and
Route 18 to the south. Route 18 is on a viaduct immediately south of the subject site and crosses Beaver
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River on the Beaver Falls New Brighton Bridge to the southeast. Access to the site is via an access road at
the north end. The access road ends at a railroad crossing to the north of the subject site, becoming 6
Avenue to the northwest of the tracks. To the south, the access road continues along the western length
of the subject site, with two gates providing access to the plant. Asphalt paving and designated parking
lots are located between the western fence and the buildings, with some lawn area to the rear and in
between the buildings. A fence surrounds the subject site with a retaining wall on the river side.

5.5 Current Uses of Adjacent Properties

Adjoining properties to the extent visually and/or physically observed during the site reconnaissance were
for industrial use or occupied by transportation infrastructure specific information relative to the current
uses of adjacent properties are as follows:

North: A vacant city-owned lot used to stockpile gravel and fill material is located immediately
north of the subject site, with the Central Rivers Power Beaver Hydroelectric Power Plant
and associated buildings beyond it.

Northwest: Railroad tracks and an access road border the site from the west to the north. Beyond
the railroad tracks to the northwest lies vacant land and industrial development.

West: To the west, the Beaver Falls New Brighton Bridge begins its curve toward the river
southeast of the subject site. Beyond the bridge to the west and southwest lie 2" Street
and more railroad tracks. A residential neighborhood is located approximately a tenth of
a mile to the west and southwest of the subject site.

South: The Beaver Falls New Brighton Bridge is directly adjacent and to the south of the subject
site. Beyond the vehicular bridge is a railroad bridge and the Beaver River.

East: The Beaver River flows north to south to the east of the subject site.
5.6 Interior and Exterior Observations
5.6.1 Stormwater Runoff

Excess stormwater from the site appears to flow to east and southeast toward Beaver River. While onsite,
no surface water was observed. Storm drains were identified in the paved areas on site and drain to the
plant. A large dual box culvert runs under the site from NW to SE between the two Oxidation Towers
conveying runoff to the Beaver River.

5.6.2 Hazardous Substances and Petroleum Products

Chlorine was observed in the Chlorine Storage room of the Main Equipment Room in cylinders. Qil for
the diesel generator was observed in a 55-gallon drum in the Emergency generator enclosure and a diesel
tank is built into the base of the enclosure. Motor oil, used motor oil, and flammable fluids are stored in
the storage garage. No other hazardous substances and/or petroleum products were observed during
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the site reconnaissance.
5.6.3 Storage Tanks

The subject site currently houses 10 ASTs related to the treatment of wastewater. One 400-gallon AST
contains fuel for the emergency generator. No storage tanks were observed on site, and no USTs are
known to have been located on the site.

On May 5™, 1998, an estimated 500-gallon gasoline UST used to supply leaded gasoline to a generator
was removed. Unusable product, gasoline/wash-water, and sediments were placed into a 55-gallon drum
for disposal. The UST and piping were determined to be in good condition with no holes observed as well
as minimal rusting. No contaminated soil was discovered or excavated. Confirmation soil sampling was
conducted to ensure the surrounding soil was not contaminated. No other USTs are located on the subject
site

5.6.4 Air Emissions and Odors

No air emissions or odors indicative of a significant environmental release were evident during the site
reconnaissance.

5.6.5 Pools of Liquid

Wastewater was observed in the oxidation towers, final settling tanks, primary settling tanks, and the
sludge holding tank. No other pools of liquid were observed on the site.

5.6.6 Drums

One 55-gallon drum was observed in the Emergency Generator Enclosure containing diesel oil. Two 55-
gallon plastic drums containing a polymer were observed in the Press building. Three 55-gallon drums
were observed in the Garage storage area containing used oil, one drum containing hydraulic fluid, four
55 gallon drums containing motor oil. No other drums were observed on the subject site.

5.6.7 Unidentified Substance Containers

No unidentified substance containers were observed on the subject site.

5.6.8 Polychlorinated Biphenyl-Containing Materials and Equipment

During the site reconnaissance, mechanical and electrical components at the subject site were evaluated
to identify PCB containing equipment. PCBs were used historically in dielectric fluids as an insulating and
cooling agent and are regulated under the Toxic Substances and Control Act (TSCA) of 1976.

Prior to 1979, PCBs were used widely in electrical equipment such as transformers, capacitors, switches,

and voltage regulators for their dielectric fluid cooling properties. Light ballasts are the primary electrical
components of fluorescent light fixtures and are typically located within the light fixture (beneath a metal
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cover plate). Ballast units are usually composed of a transformer to reduce incoming voltage, a small
capacitor (which may contain PCBs), and possibly a thermal cut-off switch and/or safety fuse. PCBs are
also known to be used in various caulking material, especially those around windows and door frames.
Considering the age of the subject site building predates 1979, it is possible that there are PCB-containing
materials. Precaution should be taken when handling potentially containing PCB equipment and/or
material such as any spent fluorescent lamps or specialized equipment.

Six pole top transformers are located along the access road adjacent to the subject site. The transformers
appear to be in good order with no leaks or staining.

5.6.9 Heating, Cooling, and Electrical

The buildings are heated and some are cooled. The subject site receives electric power from Duquesne
Light, natural gas is supplied by Columbia Gas.

5.6.10 Interior Staining or Corrosion
Interior staining or corrosion was not observed.
5.6.11 Drains and Sumps

During the site reconnaissance, GF did observed floor drains in all buildings. All floor drains run into the
wastewater treatment system.

5.6.12 Pits, Ponds, or Lagoons

No natural pits, ponds, or lagoons are located on the subject site. Multiple open storage tanks are used
during the wastewater treatment processes.

5.6.13 Soil or Pavement Staining

No soil or pavement staining was observed.

5.6.14 Vegetative Stress

Stressed or obviously impacted vegetation was not observed.
5.6.15 Solid Waste/ Soil Disturbance

Solids are removed from the wastewater during the treatment process and removed from the site by a
contractor as described in the next section. No other solid waste was observed on the subject site.
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5.6.16 Solid and Hazardous Waste Generation, Storage, and Disposal

The solids that are removed during the wastewater treatment process are collected and removed from
the site by Joseph J. Brunner, Inc. Disposal Service. No other solid or hazardous waste generation, storage,
or disposal activities were observed on the subject site.

5.6.17 Potable Water Supply and Wastewater Disposal

The subject site receives potable water from the Beaver Falls Municipal Authority. The site services its
own sanitary sewer waste.

5.6.18 Wells

No wells were observed or are known to be present.
5.6.19 Septic Systems

No septic systems were observed at the subject site.
5.6.20 Spills/Releases

No spills or releases were observed at the subject site.
5.6.21 Vapor Encroachment Screening

A vapor intrusion assessment was not performed and is outside of the scope of ASTM Practice E 1527-13.
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6.0 INTERVIEWS
The following subsections summarize the results of the interviews conducted as part of this Phase | ESA.
6.1 Interview with Site Manager

Mr. Joseph Durish, Jr., Plant Manager, answered questions about the subject site. Information provided
by Mr. Durish has been incorporated into relevant sections of this report.

6.2 Interviews with Occupants

The Beaver Falls Wastewater Treatment Plant is the only occupant of the site. Mr. Durish was provided
with an Environmental Due Diligence Owner/Occupant Questionnaire on May 19, 2021. GF has received
the completed copies of the questionnaire on May 20, 2021, which is included in Appendix B.

6.3 Interviews with Government Officials

Local government officials were not interviewed as part of the assessment; however, local government
agencies were contacted via FOIA letters and government agencies which had searchable online
environmental databases were referenced. To determine if the subject site is under investigation or is
known as having a past or present record of actual/potential environmental impacts, GF submitted FOIA
requests to the PADEP (via the informal file review process), Beaver County, and the City of Beaver Falls.
FOIA responses were either not received as of the date of this report or did not return any records. If a
FOIA response is received that indicates the presence of a REC relative to the subject site, GF will address
these concerns in an addendum to this report. Copies of FOIA requests and responses are included in
Appendix F.

6.4 Interviews with Others

Other individuals were not interviewed as part of this assessment.
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7.0 EVALUATION

A REC is defined in ASTM Practice 1527-13 as the presence or likely presence of any hazardous substances
or petroleum products in, on, or at a property: (1) due to release to the environment; (2) under conditions
indicative of a release to the environment; or (3) under conditions that pose a material threat of a future
release to the environment. A Historical REC (HREC) is a past release of any hazardous substances or
petroleum products that has occurred in relation with the property and has been addressed to the
satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority or meeting unrestricted use  criteria establishég a
regulatory authority, without subjecting the property to any required controls. Definitions for CRECs and
de minimis conditions are included in Section 1.1. GF's findings, opinions, conclusions, and
recommendations regarding RECs, HRECs, CRECs, and de minimis conditions are described in the following
sections.

7.1 Findings and Opinions

In consideration of the information collected during historical research, and local, state, and federal
environmental record reviews, GF has formulated the opinion that there is evidence of two HRECs and
four RECs at the subject site, and that there is not a presence of CRECs or de Minimis conditions in
connection with the current and former usage of the subject site.

Our opinions regarding the presence of RECs, HRECs, CRECs, or de Minimis conditions are summarized in
the following table:

The environmental conditions identified in the table include:
RECs: Four RECs were identified as follows:

1) Beaver Falls Steel Works: the former location of the Beaver Falls Steel Works on the northern
portion of the subject site. The Steel Works appear on fire insurance maps from 1886 through
1907. The presence  of this late ®@entury industrial operation indicates the possible presence
of subsurface soil contamination.

2) Beaver Falls Iron Company: the former location of the Beaver Falls Iron Company in the central
portion of the subject site. The Iron Company appears on fire insurance maps from 1886 through
1901. The presence of this late 19" century industrial operation indicates the possible presence
of subsurface soil contamination.
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3) Beaver Falls Gas Works: the former location of the Beaver Falls Gas Works on the southern portion
of the subject site. The Gas Works appear on fire insurance maps from 1886 through 1907. The
presence of this late 19" century industrial operation indicates the possible presence of
subsurface soil contamination.

4) Hazardous Building Materials: Given the age of some of the structures present on the subject
site, it is possible that they contain hazardous building materials such as asbestos and lead
containing paint.

HRECs: Two HRECs were identified as follows:

1) Former UST: An estimated 500-gallon gasoline UST formerly supplied leaded gasoline to a
generator and was removed in 1998. During removal, the UST and piping were determined to be
in good condition with no holes observed as well as minimal rusting. No contaminated soil was
discovered or excavated. Confirmation soil sampling was conducted to ensure the surrounding
soil was not contaminated. The former UST is not considered to pose a significant environmental
concern at present.

2) 220 7th Avenue: This property appears on multiple database listings for UST removals and a
sulfuric acid spill. It is not considered to pose a significant environmental concern at present.

A site map identifying HRECs and RECs is presented as Figure 2.
CRECs: No CRECs were identified during this Phase | ESA.
De Minimis conditions: No de Minimis conditions were identified during this Phase | ESA.

Other Pertinent Environmental Concerns: No other environmental concerns are noted for the site at this
time.

7.2 Conclusions and Recommendations

GF has performed a Phase | ESA for the subject site located at 7th Avenue, City of Beaver Falls, Beaver
County, Pennsylvania in general conformance with the scope and limitations of practice E 1527-13. Any
exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in Sections 2.3 and 7.4 of this  report.

This assessment revealed evidence of four REGssociated with the subject property. GF recommends
that a Phase Il ESA be conducted to:

e Characterize the subsurface soil in the vicinity of the former Beaver Falls Steel Works, Iron
Company, and Gas Works as it appears from the current property use that these areas were
disturbed/redeveloped as part of the WWTP build out. The soil investigation would determine if
soil meets or exceeds applicable regulatory criteria and presents a concern to the existing and
future property owners.

e Verify the presence or absence of hazardous building materials at the subject site. A limited
hazardous building materials survey for asbestos containing material (ACM) within the thermal
system insulation (TSI) was conducted in the Main Equipment Building and is reported in a
separate technical memorandum.
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7.3 Data Gaps and Deletions

In addition to those data gaps discussed in Section 2.3 of this report, no other data gaps were identified
at the time of the report.

7.4 Environmental Professional Statement and Signatures

We declare that, to the best of our professional knowledge and belief, we meet the definition of
Environmental Professionals as defined in §312.10 of 40 CFR 312.
