INTERIM ORDER
REQUIRING REPRESENTATION

		On September 19, 2022, Bobby Malafee (Complainant) filed a Formal Complaint (complaint) with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) against Philadelphia Gas Works (Respondent or PGW).  The complaint alleges that the Respondent is threatening to shut off her electric service and she would like a Commission-issued payment agreement.

		On October 10, 2022, the Respondent filed an answer in which it denied the material allegations of fact and conclusions of law in the complaint and claimed that Complainant’s account was a commercial account. 

		By notice dated January 3, 2023, this matter was assigned to me and scheduled for a telephonic hearing on February 27, 2023.

At time of the telephonic hearing, it was confirmed that Complainant’s account was a commercial account for J&B Bridesburg Pizza, LLC. 

[bookmark: SearchTerm]The Commission’s regulations provide that only an individual may represent themselves.[footnoteRef:1]  All others, including a partnership, corporation, trust, association, or governmental agency or subdivision, must be represented an attorney licensed to practice law in Pennsylvania, or admitted pro hac vice.[footnoteRef:2]  These regulations are consistent with the rules of the Pennsylvania Supreme Court and may not be waived.[footnoteRef:3]  Accordingly, in order to participate further in these proceedings, J&B Bridesburg Pizza, LLC, must be represented by counsel licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth.[footnoteRef:4]   [1:  	52 Pa. THEREFORE

IT IS ORDERED:

		1.	That Complainant, Bobby Malafee/J&B Bridesburg Pizza, LLC., shall cause an attorney to enter an appearance in accordance with 52 Pa. Code §§ 1.21-1.25, on or before March 29, 2023.

		2.	That failure to cause an attorney to enter an appearance as set forth in Paragraph 1 may result in the dismissal of the complaint in its entirety.
