STAY OF PROCEEDING

		On January 11, 2023, Rich Bailey (Complainant or Mr. Bailey) filed a Formal Complaint (Complaint) with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) against West Penn Power (WPP, Company, or Respondent), requesting his smart meter be replaced with an analog (non-EMF emitting) meter. 

		On February 14, 2023, WPP filed an Answer and New Matter to the Complaint.  

		On February 15, 2023, WPP filed Preliminary Objections.  

[bookmark: _Hlk54341881]		By Order entered November 4, 2020, the Commission ordered that any formal complaint filed with the Commission on or after November 4, 2020, challenging an electric distribution company’s deployment of smart meter technology as being in violation of Section 1501 of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa.C.S. § 1501, is to be stayed until the Commission takes further action to lift the stay.  See, Smart Meter Procurement and Installation, Docket No. M-2009-2092655 (Order entered November 4, 2020)  (November 2020 Order).
