Complaint Withdrawal Background
(PUC docket C-2023-3041184)

On June 6, 2023 | filed my complaint as a “Formal Complaint”. Two days later, an email
informed me that the filing was rejected because it should have been filed as a “Formal
Rate Complaint”. Specifically the rejection stated:

On June 6, 2023, the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission received an e-filed
complaint from William Ferguson regarding a general rate increase for Aqua
Pennsylvania Wastewater. This e-mail is to inform you that your e-filing was rejected for
the following reason:

It was fied as the wrong document type
It should be filed as a a formal rate complaint
It should be filed on a rate complaint form.

Please complete the formal rate complaint form attached to this emal and refile. The rate
complaint is docketed at R-2021-3027386.

| re-filed as a “Formal Rate Complaint” the same day, June 8, 2023. Later that day, |
was notified that the complaint was accepted.

On June 22, 2023 Aqua Pennsylvania Wastewater, Inc. was granted an extension of
time to respond to the complaint. That grant also noted:

The proposed rate increase filed by Aqua Pennsylvania Wastewater at Docket Number
R-2021-3027386 was finally adopted by the Commission with an Order entered on October 27,
2022. Therefore, when the Complainant filed his formal rate complaint on June 8, 2023, there
was no current rate case pending before the Commission and the formal “rate” complaint used

solely during rate case proceedings should not have been processed or served upon Agua
Pennsylvania.

Aqua Pennsylvania Wastewater, Inc. subsequently filed preliminary objections to the
complaint concluding: “the Commission should summarily dismiss the Complaint
because it fails to conform to the requirements set forth in Section 5.22 of the
Commission’s regulations governing the content(s) of Complaints”.
