PREHEARING MEMORANDUM OF
COLUMBIA GAS OF PENNSYLVANIA, INC.

TO: ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE MARY D. LONG:

Pursuant to 52 Pa. Code § 5.222(d) and the Prehearing Conference Order dated
June 21, 2023, Columbia Gas of Pennsylvania, Inc. (“Columbia” or “Company”) hereby
submits this Prehearing Conference Memorandum.
. HISTORY OF THIS PROCEEDING

On or about May 25, 2023, the Commission’s Bureau of Investigation &
Enforcement (“I&E”) filed a formal complaint related to damage to a Columbia-owned
gas line that occurred on or about May 28, 2020. As recited in the complaint, “while
boring to install a gas service line for Columbia Gas, Northern Pipeline Construction
(“NPL”) damaged an unmarked gas line owned and operated by Respondent at or near
East Maiden Street, at the nearest intersection of McCoy Lane, South Strabane Township,
Washington County[.]” Complaint at { 20. I&E alleges that the incident occurred because
Columbia did not employ the proper levels of subsurface utility engineering when it
designed the project. The Commission served the Complaint upon Columbia on May 26,
2023, and Columbia filed its answer on June 15, 2023 in which the Company denied the

violations that I&E alleged in its formal complaint.
