Only an attorney may represent someone else.

If you intend to present any documents or exhibits at the 
hearing, you must email one (1) copy to the Presiding Officer at + and one (1) copy each must be sent to every other party.  All copies must be received at least five (5) business days before the hearing.  Proposed exhibits should be properly pre-marked for identification purposes.
