ORDER GRANTING CONTINUANCE 
AND CONVERTING THE EVIDENTIARY HEARING 
INTO A PREHEARING CONFERENCE

This Order is issued pursuant to the authority granted to presiding officers by the regulations of the Commission at 52 Pa. Code §5.483 and at 52 Pa. Code § 1.15(b).  This Order grants a Motion for Continuance made by Philadelphia Gas Works on November 22, 2023.  

HISTORY

[bookmark: _Hlk69374923]On August 18, 2023, Ndidi Metuiwe (Complainant or Ms. Metuiwe) filed a Complaint against Philadelphia Gas Works (PGW or Respondent) alleging that PGW had misbilled Complainant.  

On September 11, 2023, PGW filed an Answer to the Complaint admitting in part and denying in part the assertions therein.

For the purpose of this Order, it is not necessary to recite the procedural schedule further.  Suffice if to say that an evidentiary hearing was scheduled for November 29, 2023; however, on November 22, 2023, PGW submitted a Motion for Continuance (Motion).  Due to the Thanksgiving holiday, the Motion was not received by the Office of Administrative Law Judge until November 27, 2023.

 In addition to the request for continuance, the Motion included a recitation of certain facts relating to Ms. Metuiwe’s status as the customer of record for the account at issue in this matter.  Furthermore, PGW specifically request that the hearing in this matter scheduled for Wednesday, November 29, 2023, be converted into a prehearing conference and that any evidentiary hearing in this matter be scheduled at a later date.  Finally, in the Motion, PGW stated that a PGW representative had discussed the issues raised in the Motion with the Complainant via telephone and that Ms. Metuiwe has no objection to PGW’s Motion and agrees that the hearing scheduled for November 29, 2023, should be converted to a prehearing conference. 

The Commission’s Rules of Administrative Practice and Procedure at 52 Pa. Code § 1.15(b) state that, “Only for good cause shown will requests for continuance be considered.”   Good cause has been shown.  

THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1.	That the Motion for Continuance filed at this docket by Philadelphia Gas Works is granted.

2.	That the evidentiary hearing scheduled for November 29, 2023, is converted to a Prehearing Conference to discuss and clarify the relevant facts and legal issues presented in this matter.

3.	That an evidentiary hearing matter will be rescheduled as soon as practicable for the parties and the presiding officer.
