4.	That the parties shall file the original copies of the Main Brief and Reply Brief with the Commission no later than 4:30 p.m. on the date due.

		5.	That the parties shall serve one copy of the Main Brief and Reply Brief on each other and the undersigned Administrative Law Judge via email at gchiodo@pa.gov no later than 4:30 p.m. on the date due.

		6.	That any brief not filed and served on or before the date set forth above will not be accepted except by special permission.
