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INTERIM ORDER 
DETAILING REQUIREMENTS FOR JOINT SETTLEMENT PETITION 

 

NOTE:  This Order does not contain the entire procedural history of this case.  Please see prior 

Orders for more information.   

 

 On October 22, 2025, Pittsburgh Water and Sewer Authority, the Bureau of 

Investigation and Enforcement, the Office of Consumer Advocate, the Office of Small Business 

Advocate, and Pittsburgh United Our Water Table contacted the Presiding Officers by email 

advising that they had reached a full settlement on all issues in the above-captioned matters.  

 

 We responded by email providing instructions for the filing of the settlement 

documents.  The instant Order memorializes those instructions.   

 

 THEREFORE,  

 

 IT IS ORDERED: 

 

1. That the joint petition for settlement must be filed with the Commission’s 

Secretary’s Bureau by close of business on November 21, 2025.  

 

2. That the joint petition for settlement must include: (1) stipulated facts that 

support a finding that the settlement is in the public interest, (2) proposed conclusions of law, (3) 

proposed ordering paragraphs, (5) updated tables, and (6) statements in support of settlement 

from all parties. 

 

3. That the statements in support must comply with all the terms in the 

Interim Order dated October 7, 2025, specifically, the following: 

 

a. All statements in support, including headings, subheadings, etc., must 

be written pursuant to the outline submitted to the Presiding Officers 
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from the parties by email on October 27, 2025.  This common outline 

is attached to this Order.  

 

b. If a statement in support does not completely conform to the outline  

submitted to the Presiding Officers, the Presiding Offices will not read 

or consider any portion of that statement in support.  

 

c. Parties are not required to address all issues and may choose to leave  

certain headings or subheadings blank, with a statement that the 

section is intentionally being left blank.  

 

d. Further, the parties are reminded of the directive in the Prehearing 

Order that they must use common abbreviations in their statements in 

support. 

 

4. That the parties shall submit all settlement documents, including all 

statements in support, in font that is 13pt font in Times New Roman in both the body and 

footnotes, with citations in footnotes at the bottom of the page, rather than embedded in the body 

of the text.  

 

5. That, although the Presiding Officers have not set a page limit for 

statements in support, the parties shall strive to be as concise as possible.  

 

6. That, at the time the parties file the joint petition for settlement pursuant to 

Ordering Paragraph 1, they shall also serve it on: (1) all customer complainants who filed rate 

complaints in this proceeding, and (2) the Presiding Officers’ experts as listed in the Amended 

Prehearing Order dated July 29, 2025.  
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7. That the parties shall serve the Presiding Officers with Word versions of
