Brief Description and Purpose of the Proposed HV Line: The Mid 
Atlantic Resiliency Link Project ("MARL Project") involves the con­
struction of a new, approximately 107.5-mile 500 kilovolt CkV") 
transmission line across portions of Maryland, Pennsylvania, West 
Virginia, and Virginia, and the construction of a new Woodside 
500/138 kV Substation in Virginia. Through this Application, Next 
Era Energy Transmission MidAtlantic, Inc. ("NEET MA") seeks ap­
proval of the siting and construction of the approximately 10.7-mile 
Pennsylvania Portions of the MARL Project, which will extend from 
the existing FirstEnergy Corp. 502 Junction Substation in Greene
