At approximately 1400 on Friday, March 13, 2026, Duquesne Light’s service
territory was affected by severe wind that persisted into Saturday, March 14,
2026. This weather caused downed power lines, fallen trees, and damage to our
poles and equipment. The National Weather Service (NWS) reported that the

Key reporting difference between DLC’s Outage Management System (OMS)
and legacy system of record, the Outage History Database (OHDB)

In June 2024, Duquesne Light Company (“Company”) implemented an Outage Management
System (OMS). Prior to implementation of this system, the Company utilized its Outage History
Database (OHDB). Under the legacy system, reliability metrics are reported in kilovolt-amperes
(kVA). Based on the kVA out of service, the Company can estimate the approximate number of
customers out of service. In contrast, the OMS provides an exact number of customers out of
service.

The Company is currently running both systems in parallel and continues to use OHDB data for
PUC reporting. Once the Company has developed sufficient operational experience in the OMS,
it will petition the PUC to move from its current kVA-based reporting to customer-based
reporting.

During the March 13, 2026 storm restoration, the Company provided public updates on
customers out of service based on OMS data. Thus, the numbers of customers reported herein,
which are based on OHDB data, differ in some responses from data on customers out of service
reported publicly during the storm event, which were based on OMS data.

For transparency, the Company is including below the responses for items (a) through (d) of
section “5. Interruption or Outage” if they were reported using the OMS data.

5. Interruption or Outage:
(a) Number of customers affected:

277,340 customers, constituting approximately 45% of the 617,922 customers in
Duquesne Light’s service territory.

(b) Approximate number of outage cases and trouble cases for each county affected
during the event:

Allegheny County had a total of 1,300 troubled locations and 2,711 outages
while Beaver County had a total of 253 troubled locations and 325 outages for a
combined total of 1,553 troubled locations and 3,036 outages in Duquesne
Light’s service territory.



(c) Approximate number of outages for each county affected during the event:

Allegheny County had a total of 243,695 customers and Beaver County had a
total of 33,645 customers for a combined total of 277,340 customers affected
throughout this storm event.

Duquesne Light engaged in ongoing communication with customers and officials before and
during the storm. Customer communications are detailed in Attachment 3 of the Storm Report. At
the onset of any storm, DLC notifies local county emergency management agencies (EMAs) that
our Incident Management Team is activated. During the most recent storm, DLC's Enterprise
Resilience Team contacted each county EMA daily to check in and address any potential issues.



Outside of these daily calls, EMA personnel are encouraged to reach out to members of the
Enterprise Resilience Team with any emergentissues.

Proactive communications were sent to elected officials and government stakeholders twice daily
during the storm event, and government affairs personnel were on call to promptly respond to any
and all queries via text, email or phone.

Duquesne Light Response:

Duquesne Light monitored all reports from the National Weather Service as well as our internal
outage prediction model. The estimated results from the outage prediction model did not align
with the actual impact of the wind event. The prediction model forecasted a 91.7% chance of 44
outages and an 8.3% chance of 87 outages for the day. The actual event had in excess of 600
outages.

Mutual Assistance contractors were requested and fulfilled using the Storm Manager tool on the
evening of Friday, March 13, with DLC securing the resources listed in the data request submittal
for TUS-M-1. Duquesne Light also participated in Mutual Assistance calls with Great Lakes Mutual
Assistance (GLMA) at 0900 on Saturday, March 14 and with North Atlantic Mutual Assistance
Group (NAMAG) at 0846 on Saturday, March 14. A total of 300 lineworkers were requested in each
call but none were provided. The initial crews arrived between noon and 1400 on Saturday, March
14. DLC completed an in-person onboarding for all mutual assistance contractors working on site.



This training was co-led by the Utility Technical Training Team along with the Environmental Health
and Safety Team. The objective of this training was to review DLC safety rules and to provide an

overview of our T&D system. This time was also used for contractors to ask questions and ensure
they were answered by DLC.
